ñAnd now abide faith, hope and 
love, these three; but the great-

est of these is love.ò  
I Corinthians 13:13 NKJV  

 

Henry, a man with five sons, was beside himself with the continuous 
bickering, quarreling and fighting in his home. It seemed that no 
amount of pleading could make his sons see the wisdom of family 
unity. They fought constantly. Finally, Henry hit upon a plan to demon-
strate to his sons the importance of family strength. One day, he bun-
dled five stout dry branches tightly together and called his five sons. 
Lifting the tight bundle he said, "I will give the son, who can break this 
bundle of branches with their bare hands, twenty dollars.ò Each son 
tried but was unable to break the bundle. Henry then untied the bundle 
and gave one branch to each son with instructions to break itðwhich 
each easily did. Henry explained, "When the branches were bundled 
together none of you could break them. When they were separated, 
you easily could break them.ò  
 

Weôre like those branches. Together weôre stronger, even though we 
are all different! Each of us has a different passion and are equipped 
differently to fulfill the gospel commission. When the Apostle Paul was 
writing to the church in 1 Corinthians 12, he reminded them that 
though we all have different spiritual gifts they all come from the Holy 
Spirit. Paul also tells us that the church is like a body that needs each 
part to work together, in unity. Paul stresses that one part of the body 
is not more important than another. The function of each may be differ-
ent, but the value is the same and Christ leads the body. Just like 
Henryôs sons, failure to see the importance of family unity in the body 
of Christ will weakens us, while our gifts, bundled together, will make 
us invincible. 
 

But family unity is impossible without the greatest giftðthat is the gift 
of ñLove.ò  Paul tells us in 1 Corinthians 13 that love suffers long, is 
kind, does not envy, does not parade itself, is not puffed up, is not 
rude, does not seek its own, is not provoked, thinks no evil, bears all 
things, believes all things, hopes all things, endures all things and love 
never fails.  
 

For further study read I Corinthians 12-13, and the letters of I Peter 
and I John. Praise God for giving us His gift of love and for multiplying 
it in our hearts as we work together for Him in His church.
